TO INSTALL THE DRANJERN

1. Remove the floor drain cover plate from the hole.

2. Clean the rim of the hole.

3. Lay a bearl of caulking compound around the rim
of tlre hole as shown in Figure 1.

4' Hold the Dranjerm and the cover plate together
so that their centers are alQned inO the-cover
plate is on top, as shown in Figures z and 3.

5. Lower th.e DranJerru and the coyer prate backinto the hole. push the floor drain co{/er plate
back into posiuon, pinching the rubber Range *
the DranJern underneath iGs shown in Flguie +.

6. Stand on top of the floor drain cover plate to set
it firmly.

7. Trim off the surplus rubber around tfie edge of
the flange with a knife, E$ shown in Fig'ure s.

8. Leave a heavy weight on top of the froor draincover plate until the caulking compound has
dried.

9. Pour about one pint of water into the drain to fill
the Dranjeril.
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Note: lf dirty water flows routinely through the
Dranjeril, deposits may stop tlre stiaing ring sealfrom working propertyt. Regular cleanfng of the
Dranjeril wiH prevent this.
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
